Fess Parker, ‘Frontier Red,’  Red Blend 8.5 32 
NV, Santa Barbara  
How could 6 different varietals make such a GREAT 
wine?

Seghesio, Zinfandel, 2009, Sonoma * 12 46 
Sweet ripe dark cherries on the nose, finishes  
with plum, bursting blackberries, subtle spices and  
blended oak.

Cabernet Sauvignon, 2008, Tuscany  
Epic Italian estate, with ripe bing cherries, light toast, 
basil, oregano, black pepper, and elegant tannins. 
 
 
 
Tobin James, ‘Cacheflo,’  Red Blend,  8.5  32 
2009, Paso Robles  
Rich notes of blueberry pie, blackberry, and  
cinnamon on nose; with cocoa, black pepper,  
and thyme on the palate.  
 
 
 
Gatos Locos, Syrah, 2008,  9 34 
Santa Cruz Mountains  
A nose of chocolate, raspberry, and blackberry with  
pepper, herbs, and stony minerality.

Paitin, ‘Serra,’  Barbera d’Alba   9.5 36 
2008, Piedmont   
Black cherry, blueberry, clay, licorice, black pepper, 
herbs, and mint; that was a mouthful but it is all in this 
wine. Rich and full mouthfeel with leather on the finish. 
 
 
Clayhouse, Cabernet Sauvignon, 2007, 9  34 
Paso Robles  
Dark cassis, chocolate, and dried herbs are on the nose; 
then this wine rounds out with orange zest and vanilla. 
 
 
	
  
Marco Felluga, Merlot,  2007, Collio *  11 42 
From the highly esteemed Collio region in Italian Alps, 
dark brooding fruit, blackberry jam, and basil on 
the nose. Mountain fruit brightens this merlots palette. 
 
 
 
Tenuta Monteti ,  ‘Caburnio,’  Cabernet Sauv,  *  11 42 
Merlot,  Alicante Bouschet  2007, Tuscany   
An incredible rich and smoky Super Tuscan. 
Blackberry, grilled herbs, spices, and a slight mint note 
on the nose; Vanilla, hazelnut, and cassis on the palate 
 
 
 
Piatelli ,  Malbec, 2009, Mendoza  9.5 36 
Sweet purple plums, blackberries, and blueberries on the 
palate, with vanilla and toffee notes on the finish.
